fStudents should work closely with their academic advisor to select General Education: Building Connections courses; some course
work in the major, such as some Technical Elective courses, may also fulfill General Education: Building Connections
requirements.

Grade of ‘C’ or better is required for all OSE curriculum except General Education classes.
